1  Center yourself.

2  Read slowly, aloud (under your breath).

3  Take a moment of stillness to notice resonances: 
words or phrases that touch or grab you; feelings & 
images that come up; impulses to action that arise.

4  Read again, aloud.

5  Join 2 or 3 others to share what has come to you.
